· To define and implement The Cine Lumiere programming (225 seats): new releases, heritage cinema, curated seasons, young audiences and cross arts programmes in collaboration with the other services of the Institut Français du Royaume Uni.
· To develop and deliver screenings for target audiences. 
· To provide regular events programming and supervise their progress.
· To deliver financial and audiences reporting.
· To follow up and develop relationships with UK and International film festivals, British and French Institutions.

· To ensure that all contractual commitments relevant to programming are adhered to, e.g. print traffic, box office reports and invoices, right clearances and contracts. 
· To programme a second screen from April – 35 seats 
· To develop relationships with UK and French Producers and Distributors.
