You should have worked for at least 2-3 years in film exhibition (this can include voluntary work). Many participants will be more experienced, and there is no upper limit to seniority or experience.

Course fees are £750, but remember, you can indicate here if you wish to apply for one of the limited bursaries available for course fees. You may also be able to apply to your Film Hub for a Training and Professional Development Bursary that can assist with fees and additional costs.

GUIDELINES

A limited number of bursaries are available for individuals who would not be able to attend the course without extra financial support. The maximum bursary we can award per person is £500, and this must be allocated towards your course fees.

Decisions on bursary allocations will be based on eligibility and your overall application. Priority will be given to individuals from small – to medium-sized non-profit organisations with a turnover of £400,000 or less.

Remember that your Film Hub may also be able to offer members bursary support for training and professional development and those bursaries can help with other costs such as travel, accommodation, childcare and digital access. So if you need a bursary, please ensure that you have also contacted your local Film Hub to apply for support.
